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 Jeju Declaration 

Transborder Cooperative Development in Northeast Asia


The International Conference on “Transborder Regional Development and Policy Agenda in Northeast Asia” was held in Jeju on 7-9 July, 2010 under the auspices of the Presidential Committee on Regional Development (PCRD). Participants recognized the importance of regional and inter-city exchanges and cooperation for the collaborative development of Northeast Asia in the 21st century, despite persistent barriers such as security tensions and mutual distrust arising from historical and territorial issues.

Participants discussed trade and investment, energy, environment, transportation and logistics, tourism, labor migration, science and technology diffusion, and culture and education as major substantive policy areas for bilateral and multilateral cooperation at the national and local level. They shared the point that bottom-up and top-down approaches such as free trade agreements, investment treaties, and financial cooperation need to reinforce each other to deepen cooperation at state and local levels in Northeast Asia. 

As stated in the Jeju Summit of May 2010, conference participants shared the understanding that multilateral transborder linkages and cooperation among diverse actors in the cities and regions of Northeast Asia will contribute towards the realization of "Trilateral Cooperation Vision 2020", which emphasizes economic integration, standardization, and human resource and knowledge exchanges. 

It is hereby resolved that conference participants will jointly pursue the following agenda for mutually beneficial transborder regional development:  

1. We recognize that collaborative regional development policies constitute one of the essential elements of Northeast Asia’s common future and will make an extra endeavor to facilitate and expand cross-border linkages and cooperation among the countries in the region.

2. We will promote and support existing regional and inter-city consultative bodies and their cooperative programs both in public and private sectors so that they are developed on a firmer footing. Also, we will further promote and support a cultural and social agenda as elements of regional cooperation.
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3. We will actively pursue the alleviation and removal of domestic regulations and institutional barriers that hinder effective cross-border exchanges and linkages among the People’s Republic of China (PRC), Japan and the Republic of Korea (ROK) and we recognize that this is a task for the respective national governments.

4. We recommend the establishment of an "Inter-Governmental Council for Transborder Cooperative Development in Northeast Asia," encompassing central and local governments, and business organizations. Under the Council, a secretariat will be established so that specific programs and projects will be identified and implemented with institutional and financial support to enhance regional and inter-city cooperation.

5. We recommend the establishment of a consultative forum on transborder cooperative development at a senior official level among the People's Republic of China, Japan and the Republic of Korea and upgrading it later to a ministerial-level consultative conference. Other countries such as the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea (DPRK), the Mongolian People’s Republic, the Russian Federation and the United States of America, which are physically or virtually part of Northeast Asia, will be welcomed to join this regional institution.

6. In recognition of the importance of state and local cooperation in transborder collaboration and inter-city networks in Northeast Asia we recommend that this issue should be included in the working agenda of the Trilateral Summit. This will contribute to the realization of "Trilateral Cooperation Vision 2020" as adopted in the ROK-JAPAN-PRC Summit in May, 2010.
